more limited in the future or may not be locally harvested due

to projected impacts of climate change in California.
e | ess snow fall and earlier snowmelt may impact water available
for agriculture, drinking supplies, and wildlife.

e Warmer temperatures and changes in streamflow may result in
a rise in stream temperatures degrading habitat for cold water fish
such as trout and salmon.

e Higher temperatures, especially at night, may impact the growing
season for California’s agricultural products, including altering
“winter chill” periods needed to grow fruits and nuts.

e Heat stress in animals can lower production in California’s dairy,
meat and fiber industries.

e Sea-level rise and changing ocean chemistry can degrade habitats
that support our fisheries.
