decisions.

Commission staff will provide an update on engagement numbers, near-term actions,
and planning in support of Goal 2 of the Commission’s 2025 Strategic Plan, which aims
to develop, implement, and evaluate a targeted approach to increasing engagement in
the Commission’s work.
